
Message from the President of the Board of Directors  
 
Greetings friends and supporters, 

 

 I was elected president of the Board of Directors this past January in the 

first true transition of authority from one Administration to the next.   Past Presi-

dent Lynn Bohmer and past Vice President Norm Warren both remain integrally 

involved in the Humane Society and offer guidance to the current officers. 

 We have had our challenges since the last newsletter.   Probably the 

most difficult and public challenge was the outbreak at the shelter that caused the 

deaths of many of our treasured cats and dogs.   We are pleased that the incident 

was contained and managed by our professional Executive Director and staff, but not without costs.   We 

were closed for about two months and the public stayed away a third month, all during the busy year end 

and Holiday season. 

 The horrible incident serves as a reminder to the Board that we must attempt to find grants and 

funding for a true quarantine shelter for our animals.   The positive point from the tragic episode was the 

year-end fund drive that kept the shelter operating through donations from people like you! 

 Another challenge is the need for steady support from county government agencies.  Currently, 

we have contracts with the cities and towns of Bainbridge, Cloverdale, and Greencastle to house animals 

rescued from their animal control efforts.   We have also heard that Roachdale and Fillmore are considering 

an agreement as well.    As a benefit, residents in those municipalities are not charged a surrender fee as 

well, so your tax dollars are not just helping animal welfare but could impact you directly as well!   The 

agreement fee was set roughly at just $1 per resident!   Unfortunately, at this time, there is no agreement 

for county areas not within a municipality. 

 A very positive development that you will see discussed elsewhere in public press releases and this 

newsletter is the Rescued Treasures re-sale shop that accepts donations and sells them at a discounted price 

with funds that are raised going to support the shelter budget.   There will also be òshelter recommended 

productsó relating to animal care available at the store as well. 

 To close, the Board of Directors is quite excited about the goals for this year and wants to serve 

the people in our community and improve the animal welfare of cats and dogs that need a temporary home. 

 But the Humane Society of Putnam County is YOUR county shelter.  If you have thoughts and/or 

suggestions, we would love to hear from you.   We continue to thrive by relying heavily on donations from 

the general public.  So while we recognize that the economy is still recovering, if you are able to give, please 

consider supporting the Humane Society.   We would appreciate it and the animals will be the ones that 

benefit!

Can You Guess My Ancestry?  

 We adopted òLucyó from the 

Humane Society 3 years ago when she 

was approximately seven months old.  At 

the time, she was very shy, undernour-

ished, and looked like a three month-old 

purebred black lab.  She played well with 

other dogs (a factor important to us) as 

we had two large dogs at home.  We 

knew that we would have to work on her 

socialization skills with humans. 

 Because of her looks and her 

love of retrieving, we were certain that 

she was at least partly black lab.  How-

ever, other behavioral traits as well as her 

smaller stature roused our curiosity as to 

what other breeds comprised her heri-

tage.  After reading about other peopleõs 

experiences in the Humane Societyõs last 

newsletter, we decided to do a DNA test. 

We were prepared to learn that she may 

have no Labrador Retriever genes at all.

Pointer.  Her family acknowledged that the breed mix explained Lucyõs behavior, looks, but not size.
